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Special display (50th)
Microcosm in Books—— Bookplates and Book Seals

Since April 1990 the National Diet Library has been putting on special displays and has now
reached the 50th. The purpose of the special display is to introduce various aspects of the huge
collections of the National Diet Library by selecting a theme each month and displaying materials on
that theme. This 50th display focuses on bookplates and book seals, which are most intimately

connected to books.

Bookplates(ex libris) are small slips pasted inside the front cover of books for the purpose of
indicating the owners. Nowadays they are not limited to their original purpose, but are admired as
small works of craft and art, attract people by their beauty and minuteness to the extent even to be
called “Jewels in paper”.

Meanwhile, book seals have mainly developed in the Orient. From the book seals we can see the

transition in the owners of books and also enjoy the beauty of the engraved seals.

This display, following the development of modern bookplates in Japan, shows the collected
works of bookplate makers, and also shows the bookplates of former owners on some books in the
National Diet Library collections which were acquired by donation or purchase. Usually, the
bookplates in the National Diet Library books do not have the chance to attract much attention, but if
you look at them closely, you will be charmed by their beauty and variety.

We also display our own bookplates and book seals, which show the history of the National Diet
Library, and the book seals of former private collections now absorbed into the Library. We hope

they may show a miniature history of our Library.

We hope you enjoy the world of bookplates and book seals, which unfold an infinite scene in the

small space on the inside cover of a book.
