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Report on the Restoration of a Broadwood Piano

The John Broadwood & Sons piano in the collection of the Museum of the Osaka
College of Music, built in 1816, is the same model as the piano given by Thomas
Broadwood to Beethoven, upon which Beethoven's latter period piano sonatas were
written. The piano is of great historical value, but over time much of the frame had
reached a state of peeling, splitting, and deformation. The restoration, primarily
structural, was performed as far as possible using the same materials as used in the
original time period to restore the instrument with a period sound. This paper reports

on that restoration process .
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
