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A Few Studies of the Aviation Policy of South Korea and the Competltlve Potential
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and the Change of Aviation Agreements -
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Synopsis

According to the forecast of IATA, about a half of world aviation market will be occupied by East
Asian countries.  Future aviation market may depend on the aviation policies and airport
development policies of Asian countries.  In fact, some big airports were constructed in recent years,
for example Kuala Lumpur International Airport, Hong Kong Chek Lap Kok Airport and Shanghai
Pudung International Airport.  The airport that will have a great effect on Japan may be Incheon
International Airport opened in March 2003.

Considering the airport potential, geographical condition, background population, economic power
and so on, Incheon International Airport has to have a qualification to be a Hub airport of East Asia as
well as Narita Airport and Kansai International Airpoft. It is very complete problem which airport
will be a Hub airport of East Asia because it depend on airport development policy and aviation policy
of each country, operational policy and financial condition of each airport and so on.

In this paper, Aviation policy of South Korea and the competitive potential of Incheon International
Airport are considered. This paper also summaries airport development system of South Korea to
compare with that of Japan.
