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The Present Situation of Preparedness of the Prefectural Governments
for Inter-prefectural Evacuation as a Civilian Protection Measure
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“Inter-prefectural evacuation” means long distance evacuation which may extend to the next prefecture. In order to
grasp the present situation of preparedness of the prefectural governments for citizens’ evacuation as a civilian
protection measure, especially the inter-prefectural evacuation, we conducted a questionnaire survey on the civilian
protection division of the 47 prefectures of Japan. Some important results based on the obtained data are follows:

- The prefectural governments which have responsibility to issue order of evacuation are cautious of permitting
ordinary citizens to use private cars for the evacuation.

- Generally, investigations into the inter-prefectural evacuation by the prefectural governments are inactive.
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
