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General Beliefs About Story Evaluations in Schools

The present study explores general beliefs about the evaluation of stories written by school children. A
total of 40 adults rated 25 items that could be used to evaluate stories. The raters were told that the
evaluators would be either a teacher or a child, and the story, either a folktale, a mystery, a love story, or
nonfiction. Next, 64 people were asked to rate 4 stories written by children which were different in the
development of the tale and in semantic contents. Ratings were done imagining that the rater was a
teacher, and then imagining that the rater was a peer of the child who wrote the story. Evaluations made
by raters who were imagining how a teacher or a child-peer would rate the story could be accounted for by
the quality of the presentation of the story and the moral message of the story. Compared to the other
conditions in the present experiment, the evaluations made when raters were imagining how a teacher would
respond gave little weight to technical skills, and emphasized the stories’ moral message. The observed gap
between evaluations done from what the raters thought was a teacher’s viewpoint and a child’s viewpoint
was derived not from the development of the stories, but from the stories’ semantic contents and characteris-
tic expression. Moreover, although the raters’ evaluations when rating as a child’s peer focused on the
semantics of the stories, the ratings done as a teacher did not seem to do so.
