One of the purposes of the present study was to develop a scale of young children’s self-regulation that
measured 4 aspects of self-regulation : self-assertiveness, self-inhibition, attention shifting, and attention
focusing. A second purpose was to examine the balance of those 4 aspects in relation to social skills and
problem behavior. The parents of 452 preschool and kindergarten children rated their children on the self-
regulation scale ; in addition, the teachers of 262 preschool children rated those children’s social skills and
problem behavior.
