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pairs convoluted and dentate. Anal projection not developed.
Length 15-27 mm., breadth 6.5-7.5 mm., height 4.3-5.1mm.

Puparium (Fig. 10): Very similar to the former species at the first glance.
Darkish brown in color ; somewhat ovate in outline, strongly inflated anteriorly
and tapering posteriorly, [clearly flattened on the ventral surface; retains the
fleshy projections and prolegs of the larva as former species. The characteristic
of the posterior respiratory process as in the larva, but rather black in color.
Pupal spiracles blackish brown, densely distributed small facets, with micro-
scopical black hairs on facets.

Length 12-17 mm., breadth 6.5-8. 0 mm., height 5.7-7.1 mm.
