Problems on Indonesian Traditional Drug, Jamu Materials
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During the prosecution of the market research on Indonesian traditional drugs, Jamu materials,
in Java and Sumatra Islands conducted from 1977 to 1984, about 1200 items of crude drugs were
collected from sixteen shops in ten cities. Many of them were sold under different vernacular
names in different locations.

The relationship between the vernacular names of the Jamu materials, together with those pre-
viously collected by Yoshida from 1971 to 1976, and their botanical origins was investigated.
This paper also describes on some confusions, their substitutes for proper medicine, their uses
as medicine or as food, and the difference in their qualities.
