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Shape variation of “Kudingcha(:7 T 4%)” in Chinese Market
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In order to clarify the shape variation of the Chinese commercial tea “Kudingcha”,
currently available in the market thirty samplcs were obtained from 10 provinces and
autonomous districts of China. Those commercial samples were classified into eight
groups by the shapes of the tea: whole, broken, cut, crumpled, contorted, spiral, ball and tea
bag. Some of them were made ball or twist for adding the commercial value.
