Summary

Thirty species of the Odonata were taken by the members of the Lepidopterological Society of
Japan during their 1961 collecting trip in Taiwan. In this report special attention was paid to a
Leptogom phus species which appears to have two geographical races in Taiwan. The distinguishing

points of them are :
