In order to uptain the knowledges for the distribution of radioactivity of rocks and to

know radioactive anomalous areas, the airborne radioactive reconnaissance survey was carried

out in the eastern part of Fukushima prefecture from November to December, 1958. The. area

surveyed was about 3,400 km? The instruments and aeroplane used were the same with those

in the former surveys.
