Agricultural Income Produced, Statistics Department, Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Fisheries.

It is a farming whose area of cultivated land under management is 30 ares and over. It is one on a certain scale with regard to area of planted
land or cultivated land, number of livestock fed or shipped, or other business. It is also one who is commissioned to do agricultural work.

It is Agricultural management entities by type of juridical person management.

It is joint stock corporation, unlimited and limited partnership mutual insurance company and limit liability company of juridical person.

It is a farming household whose area of cultivated land is 30 ares and over, or whose annual sales of agricultural products amount to 500,000 yen
and over.

It is household members 15 years old and over engaged in subsistence farming during one year prior to the survey date.

They are calculated from the value of agricultural final production as follows.

Value of respective agricultural production  respective produced quantity > respective shipped price on the farm

Respective produced quantity was subtracted intermediate products such as seeds, feeds and others which should be put into agricultural production
process again. Respective shipped price on the farm includes the various promoting money which are delivered with their shipped products.
Respective shipped price on the farm includes consumption tax.
